1,100 croreinFY27.

The operating model has
also evolved. One of the early
milestones,Iyersays,wasestab-
lishing product-market fit
within the first two to three
years,when customers across
cities showedwillingness to pay
more fora structured interior
solution.

The second was technology
integration. It took about three
yearstodevelop Spacecraft,the
company’s 3D design collabo-
rationand manufacturing plat-
form that allows customers to
visualise their interiors and
track progress. The system has
beeninplacesince 2017.

The third milestone was
building an asset-light struc-
ture, combining outsourced
manufacturing with a fran-
chise-led expansion model.

The central proposition,
however, has remained
unchanged. HomeLane intro-
duced a hard delivery commit-
ment — 45 days to complete
interiors, failing which the
company pays the homeowner
rent for each day of delay.

“That is a major commit-
ment,” Iyer says. “If we don’t
deliverin 45 days, we pay rent
forevery day of delay”

Today, the company oper-
atesclose to 100 storesand five
dedicated factories across the
HomeLane and DesignCafe
brands, the latter acquired in
2024.1t has 67 live franchise
studios and another 26 in the
pipeline.
