“Nearly 10 days have 
passed since the ban on com- 
mercial LPG cylinders. This 
has severely affected hotel 
and restaurant operators,’ 
Pali told Free Press.

Forest guards confront tiger in Ranthambore 
NARROW ESCAPE 
Forest Guards Confront Tiger in Ranthambore 

Manish Godha 
JAIPUR 

Forest guards in the Rantham- 
bore Tiger Reserve were 
suddenly confronted by a tiger 
on Monday morning. The 
guards were on routine pa- 
trolling on a motorbike with 
just sticks in their hands, and 
it was a narrow escape for 
both as they somehow man- 
aged to abandon the bike and 
flee. 
The incident happened in 

the Gada Doob forest area 
near the Sultanpur check- 
point in the ROPT range of the 
Ranthambore Tiger Reserve 
ataround 9.30 am on Monday. 

Divisional Forest Officer 
Mansingh said forest worker 
Niranjan and home guard Jit- 
endra Sharma were on rou- 

tine patrolling on amotorbike 
in the forest. There was a 
dimb up abend, and the tiger, 
RBT-2511, was already sitting 
there. 
As soon as the bike arrived, 

the tiger confronted them. 
The tiger growled at both, and 
they quickly abandoned the 
bike and ran away, stopping a 
short distance away. 
The tiger came near the 

bike and remained there for 
about 10 minutes, grabbing 
and dragging it and tearing 
the seat as well. The forest 
guards were left breathless 
during this time. After about 
10 minutes, the tiger went up 
the hill. 

In the meantime, a tourist 
jeep arrived and picked upthe 
staff. 
The incident flagged seri- 

ous concerns about the secur- 
ity equipment given to forest 
workers, as both were patrol- 
ling on a motorbike with just 
sticks in their hands. Experts 
said tigers in areas designated 
as critical tiger habitats often 
exhibit aggressive behaviour, 
and to prevent such. 

In May last year, a sub-adult 
tigress fatally attacked forest 
ranger Devendra Chaudhary. 
The 40-year-old ranger was 
on duty when he was am- 
bushed by the tigress. 
Tiger attack 
The incident occurred after 

Chaudhary had ventured into 
the forest for an inspection. 
According to staff at a nearby 
post, he had entered via an al- 
ternate route and was heading 
towards Jogi Mahal. 

Aforest guard named Amit 

had dropped him off on a mo- 
torcycle about 100 metres be- 
fore Jogi Mahal. Chaudhary 
asked the guard to return, s 
ing he would inspect some on- 
going  construction  work 
alone. 
While inspecting the site, 

he was ambushed by a tigress 
hiding in the bushes. The at- 
tack was so sudden thathe did 
not get a chance to react or 
call for help. The tigress 
dragged his body into the 
undergrowth. 
The same sub-adult tigress, 

‘whose behaviour has become 
increasingly bold and aggres- 
sive, was earlier linked to the 
killing of a seven-year-old boy. 
The repeated attacks have 

turned the spotlight on the 
forest department’s apparent 
lack of timely action.

Oppn flags LPG shortage, 
Nadda counters claim

Asserting that there was ase- 
vere shortage of LPG cylin- 
ders and that they were 
being sold for as much as Rs 
5000 in the open market, 
Leader of Opposition in the 
Rajya Sabha Mallikarjun 
Kharge on Monday alleged a 
gross disconnect between 
the government’s claims and 
the ground reality on gas 
supply. 

Raising the issue during 
Zero Hour, Kharge drew at- 
tention to the “LPG crisis in 
the country due to the on- 
going conflict in West Asia” 
and claimed that it had 
caused “widespread panic 
across the nation”. He alleged 
that its impact was “severely 
affecting the poor and vul- 
nerable sections, the middle 
class, ordinary households, 
restaurants, hostels and com- 

mercial users”. 
Kharge also said gas 
supply to fertiliser plants had 
been restricted to 70%, while 
refineries and petrochemical 
units were also facing reduc- 
tions. “The government has 
increased the price of do- 
mestic LPG cylinders by Rs 
60, and commercial cylinder 
prices have been raised by Rs 
5. If the government’s 
claims were true, then why 
would such restrictions be 
imposed?” he said. 
Noting that India imports 

nearly 60% of its total LPG 

requirements and that 90% of 
these imports pass through 
the Strait of Hormuz, the 
Congress president said the 
current situation had become 
a matter of serious concern 
for both domestic availability 
and price stability. 
He added that the “effects 

are being felt in nearly every 
part of the country” and that 
“people in households are 
distressed”. Kharge also said 
the crisis had affected small 
roadside eateries, restaur- 
ants, hostels and community 
kitchens, many of which had 

been forced to shut down. 
“Not just homes, MSMEs 

and other commercial users 
are facing severe difficulties 
in obtaining LPG cylinders,” 
he said, adding that some 
were purchasing them at “ex- 
orbitant rates of over Rs 
5,000 per cylinder”. 

Kharge said Petroleum 
Minister Hardeep Singh Puri 
had claimed in the Lok Sabha 
that there was no shortage of 
LPG. “But the ground reality 
proves the government’s 
claims wrong,” he said, ad- 
ding that when the govern- 
ment was issuing advisories 
to Indian citizens in Iran that 
thesituation could worsen, it 
should also have clearly 
stated that the crisis could 
impact critical maritime 
routes and energy supplies. 

Kharge said the crisis “ex- 
poses the government’s dis- 
mal management and flawed 
foreign policy” and urged im- 
mediate stringent steps. 

Suspension of 8 MPs may be revoked 
Agencles 
NEW DELHI 

The suspension of eight Op- 
position MPs from the Lok 
Sabha is likely to be revoked 
on Tuesday, sources said, fol- 
lowing a decision taken at a 
meeting  convened by 
Speaker Om Birla. 

Seven Congress MPs and 
one Communist Party of 
India (Marxist) MP were sus- 
pended last month for unruly 
behaviour during the first 
part of the Budget Session 

after a resolution was passed 
by the House. 
The suspension was orig- 

inally set to last for the entire 
session, which is scheduled to 
conclude on April 2. Opposi- 
tion parties, however, have 
repeatedly urged the Speaker 
to revoke the suspensions 
during the ongoing sittings. 
When Congress members 

had requested the revocation 
earlier, Birla had noted that 
such action is taken when 
members climb on tables or 
disrupt the House.

No shortage of LPG 
supplies, says Centre 
Gaurav Vivek Bhatnagar 
NEW DELHI 

‘With India-flagged LPG car- 
rier Shivalik reaching Mundra 
Port in Gujarat after crossing 
the Strait of Hormuz and LPG 
carrier Nanda Devi expected 
to reach Kandla Port in Guja- 
rat on Tuesday, the Centre on 
Monday said the LPG supply 
situation was “still concerning” 
but was being maintained and 
that no dry-out had been re- 
ported at distributor points. 
The Ministry of Shipping 

had announced on Saturday 
that the two vessels had 
crossed the strait carrying 
92,700 metric tonne of LPG. 
Addressing the Inter-Minis- 

terial Briefing on Recent De- 
velopments in West Asia, 
Special Secretary in the Minis- 
try of Shipping Rajesh Kumar 
Sinha said arrangements had 
been made at the port for the 
arrival of the Shivalik LPG car- 
rier; including documentation 
and priority berthing, to en- 
sure there was no delay in un- 
loading the cargo. 

Sinha added that all Indian 
seafarers in the Persian Gulf 
region were safe and that no 
incident had been reported in 
the last 24 hours. He also said 
another India-flagged vessel, 
Jag Laadki, which sailed from 
the United Arab Emirates on 

March 14 carrying about 
81,000 tonne of Murban crude 
oil, was also en route to India 
and would reach Mundra Port 
on Tuesday. 
The official said the Direc- 

torate General of Shipping, the 
regulator of maritime security 
in India, had facilitated the 
safe repatriation of 286 Indian 
seafarers from the Gulf region, 
including 33 in the last 48 
hours. 

Meanwhile, Joint Secretary 
in the Ministry of Petroleum 
and Natural Gas Sujata 
Sharma reiterated that “there 
is no shortage of LNG 
supplies” and appealed to con- 
sumers that those who could 
shift from LPG (liquefied pe- 
troleum gas) to PNG (piped 
natural gas) should do so im- 
mediately. 

She said about six million 
families could shift to PNG 
right away. 

‘Acknowledging that the 
Centre was facing a difficult 
situation in managing LPG 
supply, since India imports 
60% of its requirement and 
90% of that passes through the 
Strait of Hormuz, which has 
been blockaded by Iran fol- 
lowingits conflict with USand 
Israel, Sharma added that the 
need of the hour was to “be- 
ware of black-marketers and 
avoid panic booking”.
