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HC sets aside IM-Ahmedabad
expulsion of 3 PhD scholars

THE GUJARAT High Court has
quashed the decision of the In-
dian Institute of Management,
Ahmedabad, (IIM-A) to expel
three PhD students from its
Doctoral Programme in Man-
agement (DPM) for their “short-
fall” in meeting the conditions
for promotion from the first to
the second year of coursework.
The bench of Justice Nikhil
Kariel observed that the deci-
sion was “not in consonance”
with the procedure prescribed
in the Manual of Policies and
Procedure for the DPM, in an
order made available online on
December 9. The court said
that the action would thus “be
anaction without any authority
oflaw”. The three students who
had been expelled and chal-
lenged the decision in separate
petitions before the HC are Ab-
hilasha Ashok Kumar, Atul
Guptaand UtharaPK.
Through their lawyers
Anand Yagnik and Biju Nair,
the decision was challenged
mainly on grounds including
non-compliance with the prin-

ciples of natural justice, failure
to follow procedure, violation
ofthe doctrine of legitimate ex-
pectation, conflict of interest,
and that the manual does not
contemplate non-promotion at
the end of the first year of
coursework. According to the
petitioners, on May 22, they
were asked by [IM-A authorities
to respond within 24 hours re-
garding any “extenuating cir-
cumstances” for failing to meet
the conditions for promotion.
They were expelled on June 7,
2025. Their appeals were later
rejected by the Director of IIM-
A on June 18. The petitioners’
advocates submitted before the
court that the manual contains
“review, rectification and re-
medial measures which have
not been offered or recom-
mended” by [IM-A “before tak-
ing the extreme measure of ex-
pelling.” They also argued that
the decision was “dispropor-
tionate and punitive” under the
Manual of DPM, adding that
“the first two years of the DPM
Coursework are preparatory for
the DPM, and since the stu-
dents are from multiple back-
grounds, not having a back-

ground in management
studies, the academic shortfall
should have been viewed lib-
erally.” The counsel for [IM-A
argued that all provisions of the
Manual concerning procedure
had been strictly followed in
taking the decisions. The insti-
tute also submitted that the
petitioners were given ad-
equate opportunity to explain
their reasons in writing to the
executive committee, and the
Director gave them an “appro-
priate” hearing before deciding
their appeals. The court exam-
ined various clauses of the DPM
manual before delivering its
judgment.

The court observed, “...the
course is designed in such a
mannertoensurethatastudent
getsreasonable and multiple op-
portunities to clear the course.
Further, the DPM executive
committee and the student
evaluation committee (SEC)
were given the responsibility of
reviewing the performance, sug-
gesting remedial measures or
appropriate course of action,
and the Director of the Institute
havingthe final authorityin case
of an appeal.”

SC nixes Sanjiv Bhatt’s plea for suspension
of sentence in drug planting case

THE SUPREME Court Thurs-
day rejected former IPS officer
Sanjiv Bhatt’s plea to suspend
his 20-year jail sentence in the
1996 drug planting case.

Abench of Justices J K Ma-
heshwariand Ajay Bishnoi said
it was not inclined to entertain
the matter.

The case against Bhatt
under the Narcotic Drugs and
Psychotropic ~ Substances
(NDPS) Act hasits originsin the
arrest of a Rajasthan-based law-
yer, Sumer Singh Rajpurohit,
by the Banaskantha district po-
licein Gujaratin1996 following
the alleged recovery of drugs
from his hotel room in Palan-
pur.

Rajpurohit, who was later
discharged in the case, accused

Bhatt, whowasthe district dep-
uty superintendent of police at
the time, and other police of-
ficers of framing him by plant-
ing the drugs so as to harass
him in connection with a prop-
erty dispute.

Bhatt was arrested in the
case in 2018, and in March
2024, a sessions court in Ba-
naskantha sentenced him to 20
years in jail. The court said the
former Indian Police Service of-
ficer misused his “office and
power”.

On Thursday, Senior Advo-
cate Kapil Sibal said he had al-
ready undergone 7 years and 3
months in prison in the case.
However, the Supreme Court
said it could be considered an
early hearing of his appeal.

To which Sibal said Bhatt
had already undergone more
than half the sentence. The

court said the case involved
quite a high quantity of drugs,
Skilograms.

Sibal, however, said this was
notestablished, and the convic-
tion was for the possession of
1.015 kg of opium, which is not
a commercial quantity, under
the NDPS Act.

Opposing Sanjiv Bhatt’s
prayer, Senior Advocate
Maninder Singh, who appeared
for the state, said he was a DSP
in a particular district.

“He gets into a conspiracy
that he will finance the pro-
curement of opium, put itin a
guesthouse... He gives his con-
stable money to get opium...
The final recovery was 1.015,
butIwillshow4 otherkg...com-
mercial quantity for opium de-
rivative is 250 grams. The
seized quantity is over 1 kg.
That's why 20 years."

That tells me there’s some-
thingthatthey’relookingat...
IfIwereintheirshoes, Iwould
want to match the cockpit
voice recorder data with the
flight data recorder data so
thatyouhave an accurate rep-
resentation. And thenIwould
want to listen to the deploy-
mentofthe RAT first,and then
lookatthe flight datarecorder
back up three seconds, five
seconds, 10 seconds, and see
what event in the electrical

system is calling for that RAT
deployment, because that is
crucialinunderstanding what
has happened...,” Andrews
said.

Ram Air Turbine or RAT is
asmallemergency power gen-
eratorthatdeploysto provide
essential electrical and hy-
draulic powerif main systems
inan aircraft fail.

Andrews had represented
victims of aviation disasters
in the pastincluding those in
the Ethiopian Airlines crash
litigation. “I would also want
to listen for the warnings in
the cockpit. ...Because my
guess is they’re gonna hear a
lotof different type warnings,
different level warnings.
There's probably going to be
master alarms. There will be
other sort of auxiliary alarms
going off. I would want to
listentothose....based on our
understanding of the electri-
calarchitecture of this plane,
it's altogether possible that
this change in the fuel switch
statuswas computer initiated,
not manual,” Andrews

explained, adding that he is
veryanxiousand interested in
the outcome of the AAIB
meeting.

Astheofficial investigation
is ongoing, and no final con-
clusion has been reached re-
gardingthe cause ofthecrash,
the preliminary report by the
AAIB within a month of the
crashrevealed thattheengine
fuel control switches were
moved from the ‘RUN’ to
‘CUTOFF’ position within a

second of each other, three
seconds after liftoff causing
the engines to shut down. No
cause for the switch move-
ment was given in the report.
Based on the preliminary
findings, some aviation ex-
pertssuggested the possibility
of a potential pilot suicide.
This was echoed by some US
officials.

However, the Indian pilot
associations, including the In-
dian Commercial Pilots' As-
sociation (ICPA) and the Air-
line Pilots' Association of
India (ALPAIndia), have been
vociferously rejected the sui-
cidetheory, callingit “reckless
and unfounded”. The pilot's
fatheralsosoughtaformalin-
vestigation, claiming the re-
port tarnished his son's rep-
utation and that the pilot was
mentally fit.

The Boeing 787-8 Dream-
liner, operating as Flight AI171,
that crashed shortly after take-
off from Sardar Vallabhbhai
Patel International Airportled
to the death of 241 of the 242
peopleonboard,alongwith19
people on the ground, bring-
ing the total death toll to 260.
Vishwas Kumar Ramesh, a
British citizen from Diu, isthe
onlysurvivor. Expressing sat-
isfaction with the pace of in-
vestigations, Andrews says,
“Thekeytothiskind ofinves-
tigation is to be methodical
and to not miss points along
the way, because these pieces
ofevidence matter. Very small
things, like the comment from
Vishwas (the lone survivor)
aboutthelights. ... The pace of
theinvestigation, we certainly
havetried tonotinterfere with
anythingthat's going on with
theinvestigation, because we
think India certainly has and
AirIndia, hasthe capability to
investigate this, and is follow-
ingtheright path...”

Man moves court against
7-yr-old daughter’s initiation
into Jain monkhood

A JAIN man filed an applica-
tioninthe family courtinSurat
on Tuesday requesting it to
stop the initiation into 'mon-
khood' of his seven-year-old
daughterwhostayswith hises-
tranged wife.
