The prime accused in the
fatal stabbing of a Class 11
student in Ghaziabad was
shot dead in a police
encounter on Sunday.

The accused, Asad, was
wanted in connection with
the killing of 17-year-old Surya
Pratap, who was stabbed
during an altercation in
Khoda Colony on Thursday
evening and succumbed to
injuries on Friday afternoon.

Deputy Commissioner of
Police (City) Dhawal Jaiswal
said in a press statement
that Asad was injured during
an exchange of fire with a
police team in the Khoda

area. He was immediately
taken to a hospital where he
later died.

The development comes
days after Surya Pratap
Chauhan was attacked with
a knife by Asad and his asso-
ciates in Ghaziabad’s Khoda
area on May 28, coinciding
with Bakrid celebrations, over
an argument.

According to police, Asad
was planning to meet associ-
ates in the Khoda police
station area and allegedly
intended to flee after collect-
ing money from them.Acting
on the information, police
teams set up checkpoints
and combed the area.

Police said Asad and one of
his associates arrived on a

motorcycle and were inter-

cepted, following which the

encounter took place.
“Today, the police team

received information that
Asad was going to meet some
of his friends in the Khoda
police station area and was

planning to escape after
taking some money from
them. Based on this informa-
tion, the entire team combed
the entire area and set up
checkpoints,” officials added.

Police further said, “Asad
and one of his friends were
seen arriving here on a bike.
The police team attempted
to stop them and warn
them, but instead of stop-
ping, they opened fire on the
police team.”

Chauhan, a resident of
Navneet Vihar Colony in
Khoda, was stabbed during
an altercation on May 28
and was initially admitted to
alocal hospital before being
referred to a private hospital
in Noida, where he died.

Based on a complaint lodged
by the victim’s family, police
registered a case against five
persons. Three accused were
arrested soon after the inci-
dent, while Asad, named as
the main accused, remained
absconding. A reward of
350,000 had been
announced for information
leading to his arrest.

Earlier, police had said pre-
liminary investigations sug-
gested that the accused and
the victim were friends and
that a dispute over riding a
motorcycle escalated into an
argument, during which
Chauhan was stabbed.

According to Surya’s family,
the victim and the accused
were known to each other

and were part of the same
social circle. The family also
said that they had been
involved in a dispute a few
months earlier.

The victim’s sister alleged
that Surya was lured to the
spot under a false pretext.
“He was at home when he
received a call asking him to
come and celebrate Eid. He did
not want to go, but they kept
insisting, so he eventually left
with them,” she said. “There
were seven people there. All of
them were carrying knives
and attacked him together.”

The family claimed that
Surya ran nearly 200 metres to
save his life, but the attackers
chased him and attacked him
again with knives. Police said
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ISD’s digital dagger: Shehzad Bhatti’s terror network busted

Indian security agencies
swiftly dismantled a vast
terror network led by ISI
operative Shehzad Bhatti
from Pakistan, regarded by
investigators as one of the
gravest threats since the
Pahalgam attack. Indian
recruits had planned grenade
attacks, shootings, and large-
scale strikes targeting key
sites across Delhi, Uttar
Pradesh, Punjab, Haryana,
and other regions.

On 28 May, acting on intel-
ligence leads, the Uttar
Pradesh ATS and STF arrested
four suspects in Saharanpur:
Mehkab, Gagandeep Singh
(also called Guri), Shahrukh,
and Musharraf. Before the
arrests, Mehkab and Guri
scouted hospitals in Delhi
and Punjab, a political party
office, and a school operator.
The school operator’s identi-
ty stayed secret until
weapons arrived.

Shahrukh and Musharraf
searched online guides on

attacking hospitals and sent
locations, videos, and photos
of the targets to Bhatti and his
associate, Abid Jatt, in
Pakistan. At the time of arrest,
the group waited for
weapons and explosives from
Bhatti’s smuggling network
to carry out their plans.

Earlier in May, during the
Delhi Police Special Cell’s
“Gang Bust Operation 2.0,”
nine suspected operatives
were arrested in several states.
During subsequent question-
ing, one suspect admitted to
watching a Delhi temple,
taking photos, and sending
them to handlers who sought
to incite panic by targeting
police and paramilitary forces.

Another member had
planned to throw a grenade at
a busy dhaba on the Delhi-
Sonipat highway. At the same
time, a third recorded a mili-
tary camp in Hisar, Haryana,
and sent the video across the
border. Police stations in Uttar
Pradesh were also targeted,
with weapons recovered.

In the preceding month,
April, Rajveer (21) and Vivek

Banjara (19) from Gwalior,
Madhya Pradesh, were appre-
hended while planning attacks
in Delhi-NCR on Bhatti’s
instructions. Going further
back to March, an 18-year-old
from Rampur was arrested
for operating propaganda and
recruitment groups. Since
then, the UP ATS has disman-
tled four Bhatti-led groups,
questioned over 150 suspects,
and jailed 13 individuals.

On 29 May, the National

Investigation Agency raided
12 sites in four states, target-
ing a group supplying
weapons to Bhatti’s opera-
tives via cross-border drones.
Days earlier, nine people,
including Bhatti and his asso-
ciate Sohail Ahmad (aka
Sohail Baloch), were charged
for the November 2025
grenade attack on the Sirsa
women’s police station in
Haryana. Investigators said
Dheeraj (Dhiru), the main
coordinator in India, and
others were radicalised
online. The attack was prac-
tised, recorded, and shared to
intimidate police nationwide.

Investigators from different
agencies have a similar view.
Shehzad Bhatti is a Pakistani
national believed to work
between Pakistan and Dubai.
He acts as the ISI's operator,
able to deny involvement.
Bhatti works with associates
Abid Jatt, Hammad, and Ajmal
Gujjar. They use Instagram,
WhatsApp, and voice mes-
sages to find Indian youths
who are tech-savvy and have
no criminal record.

These youths are often
teenagers or in their early
twenties. The recruits are
offered money and fame for
following orders. They are told
to record themselves with
weapons, target people in
uniform, and collect proof of
soft targets with location data.
Police have seized country-
made pistols and expect to
find grenades and IEDs soon.

Currently, investigators
from various agencies largely
agree on the threat’s struc-
ture. Shehzad Bhatti, a
Pakistani national believed to
operate between Pakistan
and Dubai, serves as the ISI’s
deniable operator, working
with associates Abid ]att,
Hammad, and Ajmal Gujjar.
Their recruitment method,
using Instagram, WhatsApp,
and voice messages to target
Indian youths with no crim-
inal records, has become
more sophisticated.

With Delhi on alert and
raids ongoing, authorities have
acted quickly and in coordina-
tion to pre-empt attacks and
break up sleeper cells.

Para-athlete
held for killing
gold medallist

A para-athlete has been
arrested for allegedly shoot-
ing dead national-level para-
athlete and gold medallist
Chirag Tyagi, with police sus-
pecting it to be a revenge
killing linked to a complaint
over document verification.
The 24-year-old Tyagi, a
resident of Basantpur Sethli
village in Muradnagar, was
found dead near Sai Upvan in
Ghaziabad on Saturday.
According to his family, he
had recently returned from a
training camp in Pune and
reached Delhi on May 29.

Family members said they
last spoke to him on Saturday
morning when he informed
that he would reach home by
the afternoon. His mobile
phone subsequently became
unreachable before police
informed the family about
the incident.

DCP, City, Dhawal Jaiswal
said on Sunday that prelimi-
nary examination of the body
and evidence collected from
the spot suggested that Tyagi
had been shot dead. During
the investigation, police
detained one Yash Khatik on
Saturday evening, who is also
a para-athlete and had previ-
ously trained with Tyagi.

According to Jaiswal, the
probe revealed that Tyagi had
lodged a complaint against
Khatik during a document ver-
ification process. Following
the complaint, Khatik’s eligibil-
ity was cancelled, leading to
resentment and a desire for

revenge, the officer said.
