As numbers go, 4,399 may 
not seem significant in itself. 
However, ~for political 
observers, the number marks 
a watershed moment in the 
history of post-Independence 
India.

Hundreds of 
millions of citizens have been 
brought into the formal 
banking system. Direct Benefit 
Transfers have reduced 
leakages and placed the 
state’s welfare hand directly 
into the hands of the 
beneficiary. For the poor, this 
is not an abstract reform. It 
means money arriving without 
middlemen, identity without 
Eendence, and dignity 
without patronage. 

Digital India has reshaped 
the grammar of everyday life. 
UPT has transformed India 
from a cash-heavy economy 
into one of the world’s most 
advanced real-time digital 
payment ecosystems. A 
vegetable vendor, a small 
kirana shop, a taxi driver, a 
student, a self-help group 
member, and a startup 
founder now transact on the 
same digital rails. This is the 
Modi model at its most 

powerful: technology at 
population scale, designed not 
for the few but for the many. 

Infrastructure has 
undergone an equally 
dramatic shift. Highways, 
expressways, airports, ports, 
freight corridors, Vande 
Bharat trains, metro hetworks, 
and rural roads have rshapeé 
India’s physical landscape and 
imagination. Infrastructure is 
not just concrete and steel. It 
is confidence. It reduces 
distance, expands markets, 
connects producers to 
consumers, and signals to 
investors that India is serious 
about execution. In state after 
state, what was once 
announced is now increasingly 
expected to be delivered. 

The welfare state has also 
undergone a redesign. Toilets 
under Swachh Bharat, LPG 
connections under Ujjwala, 
electricity connections, taj 
water, housing, healt! 
insurance under Ayushman 
Bharat, and food security 
support have together created 
a new architecture of basic 
dignity. Critics often view 
these schemes in isolation. 
Their real power lies in their 
aumulative effect.

Self-reliance 
under Modli is notisolationism. 
1t is strategic confidence. It 
means India must be capable 
in defence, energy, 
technology, manufacturing, 
semiconductors, space, digital 
public infrastructure, and 
critical supply chains. It means 
partnerships with the world, 
not dependence on it. From 
vaccines to space missions, 
from digital identity to fintech, 
from defence exports to 
renewable energy, India’s 
self-belief has become a 
national resource. 

On the global stage, the 
transformation has been 
unmistakable. India is no 
longer merely a balancing 
voice; it is increasingly a 
shaping voice. The G20 
presidency showcased India’s 
ability to build consensus in a 
divided world. The Global 
South sees in India not only 
an andient divilisation but also 
a modern development 
partner. India’s digital public 
infrastructure is now studied 
and deployed globally. Its 
vaccine diplomacy, disaster 
response, diaspora strength, 
and strategic autonomy have 
elevated its stature. The 
country that once sought a 
place at the table now 
increasingly helps set the 
table. The Modi era has also 
restored  civilisational 
confidence to the centre of 
national life. 

PM Modi’s strategic legacy: How India 
changed the grammar of statecraft 

With Prime Minister 
Narendra Modi set to surpass 
Jawaharlal Nehru's tenure as 
India’s longest continuously 
serving Prime Minister, much 
attention will naturally focus 
on political longevity. Yet, from 
a strategic perspective, the 
more important question is 
whether India has altered the 
way it conceives and exercises 
national power. 

States are ultimately 
judged not by rhetoric but by 
behaviour. For decades, 
India’s strategic culture was 
characterised by caution, 
restraintand a preference for 
managing challenges rather 
than shaping events. Such an 
approach had its rationale in 

developing  nation 
confrontlng multiple internal 
and external pressures. 
However, over the last decade, 
a discernible shift has 
occurred. India has 
demonstrated a greater 
willingness to employ 
diplomatic, military, 
technological and economic 
instruments in a coordinated 
manner to protect national 
interests. 

PM Modi's most significant 
strategic legacy probably lies 
in the altering of the grammar 
of Indian statecraft — 
expanding the range of 
instruments Indiais wil?ing to 
employ and the confidence 
with which it employs them. 

The Politico-Military Signal 
The clearest evidence of 

this shift can be seen in India’s 
response to terrorism and 
cross-border provocation. 

The surgical strikes of 2016 
following the Uri attack were 
important not because of their 
military scale but because of 
their strategic message. India 
publicly acknowledged cross- 
Line of Control operations and 
demonstrated a willingness to 
impose costs without 
triggering wider escalation. 

The Balakot air strike 
following the Pulwama attack 
marked a further evolution. 
For the first time in decades, 
India crossed an international 
boundary to strike terrorist 
infrastructure. More 
significant than the physical 
damage was the signal that 
geographical sanctuaries 
would no longer guarantee 
immunity. 

Operation Sindoor 
represented another step in 
this progression. Its 
importance lay not merely in 
punishment but in calibrated 
escalation. India 
demonstrated both the 
capability to impose costs and 
the political confidence to 
terminate operations on its 
own terms. Many interpreted 
these actions solely through 
the prism of deterrence. Their 
deeper significance lay in 
establishing a new framework 
of political resolve, strategic 
messaging and escalation 
management. 

Equally important was the 
conduct of Operation All Out 
in Jammu and Kashmir. By 
systematically targeting 
terrorist leadership and 
networks while simultaneously 
expanding governance and 

developmental outreach, the 
state sought to deny proxy 
actors any comfort zones. 
Security operations and 
political messaging worked in 
tandem. 

Taken together, these 
episodes reflected more than 
military action. They 
demonstrated a political 
willingness to employ force in 
a calibrated manner while 
retaining escalation control — 
an important departure from 
earlier patterns of strategic 
behaviour. 

Doklam, Ladakh and 
Strategic Resolve 

A second transformation 
occurred in India’s approach 
to China. 

The 72-day Doklam 
standoff of 2017 was not 
merely a border incident. It 
was a test of political will. India 
demonstrated a readiness to 
stand firm in defence of its 
strategic interests despite 
sustained pressure from a 
more powerful adversary. The 
outcome had an important 
psychological impact, 
reinforcing confidence within

The 
lesson was that India 
demonstrated the capacity to 
absorb a strategic shock 
without losing national 
balance or developmental 
momentum. Equally 
important, it showed a 
willingness to push back 
against increasingly assertive 
Chinese behaviour while 
retaining a longer-term 
commitment to stability. 

Strategic Transformation 
Beyond the Battlefield 

Having observed India’s 
strategic evolution over four 
decades in uniform and public 

life, I have rarely seen 
national security receive such 
sustained political attention. 
One of the less appreciated 
aspects of the Modi era has 
been the early recognition that 
future conflict would extend 
beyond conventional military 
domains into  cyber, 
information, technological and 
cognitive spaces; the classic 
multi-domain operations 
(MDO). 

The creation of the Chief 
of Defence Staff, efforts 
towards greater jointness 
among the services and the 
gradual movement towards 
theatre commands reflect an 
understanding that future 
warfare will increasingly be 
multi-domain in character. 
Institutional transformation is 
rarely dramatic. It demands 
patience, consensus and 
persistence. The fact that 
these reforms continue to be 
pursued despite their 
complexity reflects a 
recognition that military 
effectiveness in the future will 
depend upon integration 
rather than service-specific 
excellence alone. Equally 
significant has been the 
emphasis on defence self- 
reliance. Indigenous 
production, private sector 
participation and growing 
defence exports are no longer 
viewed merely as economic 
objectives; they are strategic 
necessities. Strategic 
autonomy in the twenty-first 
century must rest upon 
technological and industrial 
capability. One of the least 
discussed but most important 
aspects of contemporary 
Indian strategy has been the 
growing maritime orientation 
of national policy. For a nation 
whose prosperity and security 
are deeply linked to the seas, 

maritime consciousness 
arrived relatively late in 
strategic thinking. Over the 
past decade, however, the 
Indo-Pacifichas moved to the 
centre of policy. Initiatives 
such as SAGAR, deeper 
engagement with maritime 
partners and greater 
emphasis on naval capability 
reflect an appreciation that 
India’s future influence will 
depend significantly on its 
maritime reach. 

The decision to pursue the 
Greater Nicobar project 
illustrates this thinking. 
Measured in electoral terms, 
such projects often appear 
expensive and slow. Measured 
strategically, they are 
investments in future 
influence. Located near one of 
the world’s most critical 
maritime corridors, Greater 
Nicobar has the potential to 
significantly enhance India’s 
ability to shape developments 
across the eastern Indian 
Ocean and the approaches to 
the Malacca Strait. This is 
statecraft measured in 
decades rather than 
years.The same strategic 
confidence is evident in India’s 
diplomacy. The Modi 
government's approach has 
combined strategic autonomy 
with unprecedented diplomatic 
activism, allowing India to 
engage competing power 
centres without becoming 
captive to any of them. 

India has expanded 
relations with the US while 
preserving longstanding 
partnerships with Russia. It 
remains active within BRICS 
and the Shanghai Cooperation 
Organisation while 
participating in the Quad and 
strengthening ties across 
Europe, West Asia, Africa and 
the Indo-Pacific.
