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FARM FIRE INSTANCES DOWN, BUT ‘BURNTAREA’REMAINS LARGE

Afarmer-citizen conflict? Not really

INCIDENTS OF STUBBLE burn-
ing in the agriculture fields
around Delhihavereceived alot
of policy attention in recent
years, as these events exacer-
bated air pollutionin thecity.

While there has been a sig-
nificant drop in such instances
across all northern states this
season, the “burnt area” (total
field area where the crop
residues are set on fire) has
remained almost the same.

The government at the Cen-
treand the states concernedand
even the corporate sector initi-
ated several measures aimed at
reducing the annual practice of
paddy stubble burning in Pun-
jab and Haryana through ‘in-
situ’(management in the field)
and ‘ex-situ’ (treating stubble
outsidethefield).

However, the still-large
‘burntarea’impliesnotonlylack
of efficiency of these measures
in checking a worsening of air
quality,butalsoa seriousdeple-
tion of organic matterin thesoil,
with consequences forits nutri-
ent content.

Accordingto official sources,
I4,000crore hasbeenallocated
to Punjaband Haryana over the
last few years to manage and
treat paddy stubble.There’s still
work to be done to eliminate
farm fires, which most farmers
still find the most effective way
to dispose of crop materials to
prepare the fields for next sow-
ing season. The environment
ministryhasacknowledged that
stubble burning remains an
‘episodic’ yet significant con-
tributor towinter pollution in
Delhi-NCR,alongside vehicular
emissions, industrial pollution,
waste burning, construction
dust, landfill fires,and weather
patterns during early winter
months.

The Court of Appeals had
ruled that Choksi, the main
accusedinaI13,000crore PNB
scam, faces "no risk" of being
denied afairtrial or subjected to
ill-treatment if he is
extradited to India.

36,400 crore, the Central
Bureau of Investigation (CBI)
hasalleged in its chargesheet.

The public prosecutorat the
Court of First Instance in
Antwerp, Division Turnhout,
initiated an action on Novem-
ber 25, 2024, seeking the
enforcementofarrestwarrants
issued by the Mumbai court.

The pre-trialchamber of the
Antwerp District Court, Turn-
hout Division,inits orderdated
November 29,2024, held that
the arrest warrants against
Choksi issued by the Mumbai
court were enforceable, except
fortheorderrelated to"causing
the disappearance of evidence
of the crime".

When Choksi appealed
against this verdict in the
Antwerp Court of Appeals, it
rejected his claims thatheper-
sonally facesareal,presentand
serious risk of being subjected
to flagrant denial of justice,
torture or inhuman and
degrading treatment
