2 On December 17, 2025. the Company's subsidiary, Cyienl Semiconductors Private Limited through its wholly owned subsidiary. Cyient Cayrnan l,imited located at Cayman Islands, has entered into a 
definitive agreement to acquire a majority stake in Kinetic Technologies. a global provider· of power management, high-performance analog and mixed-signal integrated circuits, for· an aggregate 
consideration of� 8,002 Mn ($ 84.83 Mn). As at March 11, 2026, the acquisition was subject to fulfilment of customary closing conditions, including receipt of applicable regulatory approvals. 1\ccordingly. 
the Group had not obtained control over Kinetic Technologies and the transaction has not been accounted in the consolidated financial statement� 

Subsequent to the reporting date, the acquisition was completed on April 8, 2026, following satisfaction of all closing conditions, resulting in Kinetic Technologies becoming a subsidiary of the Group. In 
accordance with Ind AS 10 - Events after the Reporting Period, this transaction is considered a non-adjusting event as at March 31, 2026.

The proposed transaction did 
not proceed and these costs have been expensed in the consolidated and standalone statement of profit and loss in the quarter and year ended Marrh 31, 2026. Considering the materiality of the costs 
involved, these expenses have been presented as part of 'Exceptional items'. 

b. Effective November 21, 2025, the Government of India consolidated multiple existing labour laws into a unified framework comprising four Labour Codes, collectively referred to as the "New Labour 
Codes". In accordance with Ind AS 19 • Employee Benefits, the impact of such legislative changes is treated as a plan amendment. re4uiring inrncdiate recognition of the resultant past service cost in the 
consolidated and standalone statement of profit and loss.
