As part of his visit to India, Finnish President Alexander
Stubb will be in Mumbai on Friday and Saturday

2024, has cc de-
bated the question of the
transformation of the global
order.

Finland's president has
been elected in direct popu-
lar elections since 1994. In
2024, nine candidates par-
ticipated in the first round.
In the second round, Stubb
faced former foreign min-
ister Pekka Haavisto from
the Green Party. The differ-
ence in foreign policy views
between the two candidates
was minimal. Both saw Fin-
land as a Western-allied
country working for a rules-
based world order. The
newly elected head of state's
message on election night
on February 11, 2024, was
clear: “Now we no longer
have Alex's team, now we all
play for Finland” Stubb
wanted to be a unifying fac-
tor, the president of the en-
tire people.

As president of the Re-
public, Stubb has advocated
for value-based realism as
the ideological base for
Finnish foreign policy. By
values, he means universal
values like democracy,
human rights and inter-
national law, by realism that
‘we must keep up a credible
defence capability. Realism
also means we must be
ready to sit at the same table
with people who do not
share our views or values.

Although being an EU en-
thusiast, Stubb has also
talked about the rise of the
Global South, showing
understanding that global
centres of gravity are chang-
ing. According to Stubb, it is
the Global South that will
decide on new global order.

Stubb made his political
entrance with a bang in the
FEuropean Parliament elec-
tion in 2004. As a new candi-
date for the National
Coalition Party, he received
the second-most votes. He
was one of the first politi-
cians to use social media,
updating his Facebook and
Twitter accounts, sometimes
live from a meeting.

In 2008, he became for-
eign minister, when his pre-
decessor llkka Kanerva was
forced to resign. In addition
to his passion for foreign re-
lations, Stubb has always
been an ambitious athlete.
He introduced exercise
sessions on the agendas of
his trips abroad as minister.

In Addis Ababa, Stubb ran
in the Ethiopian mountains
together with Olympic gold
medalist Haile Gebreselas-
sie. With his interest in
sports, Stubb is an excellent
example of a healthy life-
style. Maybe public health
will improve if some people
follow the president's
example and go for a run?
Stubb is an avid triathlete
and also knows something
about golf and ice hockey.

Stubb became the chair of
his party in 2014 when his
Jyrki Katainen became EU
Commissioner, a job Stubb
himself had dreamt of. He
served as Finland's foreign
trade minister, Prime Min-
ister and finance minister
before being challenged as
party leader by current
Prime Minister Petteri Orpo
in 2016 and losing. By the
way, it was Orpo who asked
Stubb to become a presiden-
tial candidate.

Finland has also pre-
viously had presidents with
an international profile, but
Stubb has both studied and
worked abroad. At home, he
speaks English with his Brit-
ish lawyer wife, and Swedish
with his children. After his
political career, he worked
in the European Central
Bank, and as professor in
Italy. From there, he was
nominated to be a presiden-
tial candidate.

Unlike many other coun-
tries, Finland's president is
not symbolic. The president
leads foreign policy together
with the government, is
commander-in-chief of the
armed forces and appoints
high-ranking officials. De-
spite the fact most presi-
dents have had a party
political background, the
president is above the daily
politics. The newly elected
presidents usually symboli-
cally give up their party-
memberships.

Many see the president as
an opinion maker and an
example for the citizens. A
popular habit in many Finn-
ish families is to watch the
president's New Year's ad-
dress. On January 1, 2026,
President Stubb emphasised
atripartite theme of peace,
growth, and caring, urging a
forward-looking, confident
approach to national and
European security.

He highlighted Nato/EU

membership, sustainable
economic growth and social
cohesion as key pillars for
Finlands future.

Finland has always been
lucky to have presidents
‘who have been the right
kind of president at the
right time. Gustaf Manner-
heim managed to pull Fin-
land out of the war in 1944,
JK Paasikivi was the most
suitable person to negotiate
with Soviet leaders Stalin
and Molotov, Urho Kek-
konen’s life's work was neu-
trality and the philosophical
Mauno Koivisto prepared
Finland's EU entry. Tarja
Halonen broke the glass
ceiling by becoming the first
woman to hold
the post.

President Sauli Niinisto
became steadily more
popular during his 12-year
period. He had the people’s
trust when, immediately
after Russia invaded
Ukraine, he made an ap-
pointment with President
Joe Biden in Washington to
redeem the Nato option.
The Nato membership that
entered into force in April
2023 has brought a new el-
ement to Finland's foreign
policy. Finland has also en-
tered into a bilateral de-
fence agreement with the
Us.

The charismatic, West-
ern-minded and multi-lin-
guist Stubb is the president
of Finland in a new era. Fin-
land has already benefited
from his international con-
tacts. The country is now a
full member of Nato and
the EU. And as usual, Fin-
land will take all member-
ships seriously. Non-
alignment is a thing of the
past and the political con-
tacts with Russia have been
frozen due to its aggression
in Ukraine.

At the same time, Finland
has a tradition of peace
mediation and human
rights, which are also men-
tioned in the government
programme. Finlands
active foreign policy will
continue, but partly with
new emphasis. If all goes
well, Finland will be a rotat-
ing member of the United
Nations Security Council at
the end of Stubb’s term.

Drones, missiles unleashed;
Iran strikes across West Asia

Iran launched a Khorram-
shahr-4 heavy ballistic missile
towards Israel early on Thurs-
day, state media reported, as
the West Asia conflict esca-
lated on Day 6. The missile can
reportedly carry a one-tonne
warhead and has an estimated
range of about 2,000 km.

The Iranian Revolutionary
Guards targeted Ben Gurion
Airport and airbase near Is-
rael’s capital Tel Aviv. Tsrael re-
ported multiple incoming
missile attacks, with air raid
sirens sounding in Tel Avivand
Jerusalem shortly after the Is-
raeli military announced fresh
strikes in Lebanon targeting
the Iran-backed militant group
Hezbollah in the southern sub-
urbs of Beirut.

Countries across the region
were bracing for further esca-
lation on Thursday, a day after
Iran’s paramilitary Islamic
Revolutionary Guard Corps
warned of the “complete de-
struction of the region’s mil
tary and economic
infrastructure”. Authorities in
Qatar said residents near the
US Embassy in Doha were
being evacuated as a pre-

caution, though
officials did not provide
further details.

In the UAE, fighter jets were
heard flying over Dubai in the
morning as tensions across the
region intensified.

There were indications the
conflict could begin affecting
commercial shipping. A blast
was reported on Thursday off
the coast of Kuwait.

escalated, according to
anlranian agency.

The United Kingdom Mari-
time Trade Operations centre,
operated by the British mili-
tary, said a tanker appeared to
have come under attack but
did not confirm the cause. In
previous incidents, Iran has
targeted ships using limpet
mines attached to vessels.

In Azerbaijan’s Nakhchivan
exclave, suspected Iranian
drones struck near Nakhchi-
van International ~Airport.
Azerbaijani authorities said
one drone hit airport infra-
structure while another land-
ed near a nearby school
building. Two civilians were

and a destroyed stadium

injured in the incident.

Azerbaijan accused Iran of
carrying out the attack, while
Iranian officials denied target-
ing neighbouring countries,
according to statements repo-
rted by regional broadcasters.

In Oman, Iranian drones
targeted maritime and portin-
frastructure along the coast.
Strikes were reported near the
Port of Dugm and the Port of
Salalah. An oil tanker off the
coast of Muscat was also hi
‘maritime monitoring agencies
said. One crew member
aboard the tanker was killed
and four others were injured.
A foreign worker at a port fa-
cility was also reported in-
jured, according to local
authorities.

Iran also launched ballistic
missiles and drones towards
US military facilities and stra-
tegic infrastructure in parts of
the Gulf region. Several projec-
tiles were intercepted over
Saudi Arabia and Turkey, re-
gional defence authorities said.
No casualties were reported
from the interceptions. Israel
continued air strikes on Ir:
nian-linked military facilities
and strategic targets, accord-
ing to international conflict
trackers and Israeli defence of-
ficials.

to ships linked to the US, Israel and their allies, while vessels
from other countries will still be allowed to pass through the

strategic waterway, according to Iran’s Islamic Revolutionary
Guard Corps (IRGC) and reports by Iranian state media includ-
ing IRNA and Tasnim News Agency. Iranian authorities said
the restriction applies specifically to vessels associated with the
US, Israel and certain Western nations, warning that such ships.
entering the strait could face military action. However, Tehran
said ships from other countries would still be permitted to use
the route, Iranian media reported.

US WILL BITTERLY REGRET: ARAGHCHI

Iran’s Foreign Minister Abbas Araghchi warned that the US
would “bitterly regret” sinking an Iranian naval vessel in the
Indian Ocean, as tensions escalated sharply between Iran, Is-
rael and US forces across the region. On X, Araghchi con-
demned the attack on the Iranian frigate IRIS Dena,
describing it as an “atrocity at sea”. “The US has perpetrated
an atrocity at sea, 2,000 miles away from Iran’s shores,” Aragh-
chi said. The sinking has triggered a strong reaction within
Irans political and religious establishment.

Iran’s military has said it targeted the headquarters of Iranian
Kurdish opposition groups in northern Iraq, according to
BBC. The military said it attacked “Kurdish groups opposed
to the Islamic revolution in Iragi Kurdistan with three mis-
siles”. One person was killed and three others were injured in
the strikes carried out on Tuesday and Wednesday.

WAR TO COST ISRAEL $3 BILLION A WEEK

The war with Iran could cost Israel an estimated NIS 9.4 billion
($3 billion) per week under current restrictions on economic
activities, the Israeli Finance Ministry has warned. “In a letter
